 A description of each content area is provided.   

 Rationale are included for the purpose of identifying how a child’s learning and development may 

occur in the content areas.  

 Examples of materials and experiences/activities are included and not meant to be inclusive of all 

the opportunities that can be associated with the content area.  

 

1. Language, Literacy, and Numeracy 
Language and Literacy include reading, writing, speaking, gathering information, using information, thinking 

critically, understanding other, and expressing oneself. Numeracy is reasoning with numbers and other 

mathematical concepts. Aspects of numeracy include number sense, operation sense, computation, 

measurement, geometry, probability and statistics.

3. Social-Emotional and Character Development 
Social-Emotional and Ethical Development will promote the healthy development of each child by teaching the 

habits of thoughtfulness and deeds that help people live and work together as families, friends, neighbors, 

communities and nations. Programs can integrate character education social/emotional development within their 

environments and reinforce core ethical values such as respect, responsibility and citizenship. 
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 Children will learn how to resolve conflict without aggression and be encouraged to generate 

positive solutions to problems. 

 Programs will partner with schools to develop a consistent message about the character traits that 

lead to success in life.

5. Global Learning

improve global conditions.

Arts and culture activities include dance, theatre, music, visual arts and other types of creative expression.

Afterschool provides opportunities for children and youth to explore and learn through many different venues 

including media and technology. While research has identified areas of concern regarding inappropriate use of 

the media in children’s lives, a goal in afterschool programming is to build and strengthen children’s ability to 

make good choices in their daily use of media and technology.

of technology.  

6. Health and Wellness 
Programs must work within their programs to promote healthy living and well-being for children, youth, and 

staff alike. Efforts in addressing obesity, unhealthy dietary behaviors, inadequate physical activity, and 

behaviors that contribute to health risks, injuries, and violence are incorporated into daily experiences.

Because young people make a difference by meeting real community needs, service learning gives them 

more motivation to learn, a greater understanding of how to put their learning to good use, and a sense of 

democracy in action.
